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Good day, my name is Jason Toth - owner of Revered Cinema. I'm a US citizen and we operate UAV/Drones commercially in Canada for the past 2 years w/ permission from Transport Canada.

I'm filling for an expedition to be allowed to operate our UAV/Drones in the U.S. for feature films and commercial productions as we do here in Canada.

We are Open Permitted by Transport Canada to operate our UAV/Drones anywhere at anytime within our SFOC guidelines. We are probably the most successful UAV/Drone film company in North America since we are Open Permitted thought all of Canada (we are the only operation we know of granted this privilege).

Attached are various PDF's which have all the information the FAA is requiring - an possibly more since Transport Canada has allowed UAV/Drone use for multiple years now and has a great system in place.
